Community Outreach Spay/Neuter Program

Do you know someone who needs help paying to have their pet spayed/neutered? BARL sponsors
the Community Outreach Spay/Neuter Program to offer spay/neuter discounts for pets owned by
low-income individuals. Participants must be on a government assistance program and be
residents of Copiah, Franklin or Lincoln counties. The program offers a $40 discount on female
spays (dogs and cats), and a $25 discount on male neuters (dogs and cats). In 2010, BARL
financially assisted in the spay/neuter of over 300 owned animals. In addition, BARL
spayed/neutered over 400 animals it adopted into the community. These 700 plus animals will not
go on to reproduce unwanted animals.

| "Spay/neuter protects pet health, improves pet behavior,

and lessens the burden on animal shelters and taxpayers,#
says Lu Becker, BARL president.

According to The Humane Society of the United States
(HSUS) and Maddie's Fund, there are approximately 75
million dogs and 88 million cats in American households.
Presently, most people do not obtain their pets from
shelters, but rather from pet stores, the Internet sellers,

. friends, neighbors, breeders or other sources.

- HSUS and Maddie!s fund also estimate eight million pets

. enter shelters and rescue groups every year, with three
million of these healthy and treatable pets euthanized due
to a lack of adoption.

HSUS did a three-year study in Mississippi and found that approximately 109,000 pets enter
shelters each year in Mississippi, and 73,000 are euthanized, with thousands more suffering on the
streets. Often these animals are the offspring of cherished family pets who got out just one time
and then had a litter of unwanted puppies or kittens.

BIG BLACK DOG SYNDROME

Often the large, or puppies who are going to be large,
black dogs go unadopted in shelters. They appear to be
UNWANTED. Why? Their spirits, loyalties, and their
hearts are the same as other dogs. After searching for
answers it seems that no one tracks this data nationally
and individual shelters don't keep enough data on the
sizes, breeds, and colors adopted out.

What we've heard from shelter after
shelter is that "large black dogs just don't
get adopted as often as other dogs”. If
they are in a kill shelter they are
euthanized after a specified period of
time and if in a limited intake shelter they
may live their lives out in that shelter.
That means that that kennel space is
filled for that dog's lifetime so no other
animal can be taken in. One theory on this phenomenon is that a large number of people are
instinctively afraid of big, black dogs. That is very difficult for caretakers of these precious dogs to
understand as they see no color differential but only devoted, gentle, and loving dogs. If you are
considering adopting a new friend, consider one of these. You will be blessed beyond measure!
