BARL is continually looking for homes for our animals. What do we do? Everything we can.

Our most recent partnership is with the Homeward Bound program in Starkville; and we are
thrilled that they are allowing us to participate.

After being accepted in to the program, two of BARL # dogs were selected for the very
next Homeward Bound transport. We were excited, and then thought 'Who is going to
leave Brookhaven at 4:00 a.m. to drive these dogs to Starkville for an 8:00 a.m. pick-up on
a Saturday morning?" We would make it happen; however, no one looked forward to the
early morning trip. So who came along to make this trip work? Two MSU Bulldog fans
named Dave and LilAnn Pace who planned to attend MSU # next ballgame. The BARL
dogs hitched a ride in the Pace # motor home, and all headed to Starkville on a Friday
night. Dave and LilAnn delivered their special cargo at the Homeward Bound pick-up
point at 8 a.m. on Saturday morning. Thank you so much Paces, for carrying these two
special packages to Starkville. While it may have just seemed you were transporting
animals, what you really did was send these two BARL dogs on their way to their forever
homes. Dave and LilAnn, along with their business, Brookhaven Monument, have
supported BARL for years. We are grateful for all they do for the animals.

Homeward Bound is a program started by
veterinary students at Mississippi State University.
These students, mainly from the Northeast,
wanted to help with Mississipp# pet
overpopulation problem, and through their ideas
the Homeward Bound program was created.

Homeward Bound transports healthy, adoptable
animals from Mississippi shelters to limited intake
(also known as no-kill) shelters in states without a
pet overpopulation problem. All animals are
healthy, spayed/neutered and current on
vaccinations before transport.

BARL and other participating MS shelters submit photos and information of several
animals to Homeward Bound before each transport. Homeward Bound then distributes
this information to shelters in other states. These shelters select animals they foresee as
being adopted quickly. The selection of pets is based on what animals the shelter may
need at that time. They could be looking for puppies, short-haired dogs, large adult
dogs, etc. As with all shelters, they work to keep a variety of animals available for
adoption.

BARL truly appreciates the opportunity to participate in the Homeward Bound program.
We look forward to more transports, and would love to have some volunteers willing to
drive a few animals to Starkville. If you are interested in this unique opportunity to help
animals, please call Lu Becker at 601-754-2000.
